Visit to the Donetsk-1zvarino Border checkpoint

On August 22, staff of the Office of the
High Commissioner for Human Rights in
the Russian Federation visited the Donetsk-
Izvarino checkpoint on the border between
Russia and the Luhansk People's Republic in
order to monitor the rights of citizens §
crossing the border.

Taking into account the holiday period, the number of people crossing the
border has increased significantly recently. Despite the increased flow of people,
the average transit time is just 20 minutes for individuals, and 40 minutes for
vehicles.

Disabled citizens are being assisted during the border crossing; families with
children enjoy a facilitated border crossing procedure.

Buses with children regularly return from resorts and children's camps.

There is an endless flow of both humanitarian aid and consumer goods. A lot
of cars with building materials are coming to the republic - the LPR authorities,
with the support of Russia, organizations and volunteers are promptly restoring
infrastructure in the liberated territories.

On August 22, the International Forum
8 "Justice in the conditions of Ukrainian
| aggression: Donbass — Realities" was held in

@ Lugansk under the auspices of the
Commissioner for Human Rights in the LPR
Victoria Serdyukova.

The event was attended by experts and
~ human rights defenders from the USA, Finland,
. the Czech Republic, Serbia, and Italy.

Opening the forum Vlctorla Serdyukova outlined the need to create an
international independent judicial body that will help protect human rights and
establish justice for the people of Donbass.

The High Commissioner for Human Rights in the Republic of Ingushetia,
Ibrahim Tsechoev, noted the urgent need to establish the truth of gross and mass
violations of human rights by the authorities of Ukraine.
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The representative of the High
Commissioner for Human Rights in the Russian
Federation spoke about the work of the Federal g
Ombudsman to assist residents of the LPR, DPR
and Ukraine, and cooperation with human rights
institutions of the Luhansk and Donetsk
People's Republics.

On the same day, the 189th humanitarian aid convoy of the Ministry of
Emergency Situations of the Russian Federation arrived in the LPR. The
convoy included vehicles with humanitarian aid provided by the Office of the

Russian Ombudsperson.

With the support of the “Planet” Foundation
and Primakov Foundation, representatives of the
Commissioner’s Office delivered over 4 tons of
necessities (clothes, bed linen, blankets, mattresses)

and food to residents of the liberated territories who =

are currently residing in a temporary -
accommodation center in Pervomaisk. ‘
The staff also handed over textbooks, school
kits and art books to a local school.
The High Commissioner for Human Rights in
the Republic of Ingushetia, Ibrahim Tsechoev, with

the assistance of volunteering entrepreneurs of the &%

republic, handed over desks, chairs and other

furniture (enough to fully equip 5 classrooms) to a school'ln Kirovsk, as well as

medicines to a local hospital.
