A special monitoring group is continuously working in the Office of the High
Commissioner for Human Rights in the Russian Federation to help citizens from DPR, LPR
and Ukraine. From August 9 to August 12, 2022, about 49 appeals were received.

Solved requests:

1. A resident of Dagestan addressed the High Commissioner for Human Rights in the
Russian Federation. Her daughter lived with her family in the Kharkov region. When the
Russian military entered their village and it became safe, the family decided to leave the village
and to live in Russia. However, at the border control point the grandson of the woman who
applied to the Hight Commissioner was refused to enter Russia because of the need for
verification. Due to the young man's illness, his sister stayed with him.

The Federal Ombudswoman sent an appeal to the Border Service of the FSB of Russia,
to which a positive response was received. The young man was given the opportunity to come
again at the checkpoint across the state border to undergo entry control procedures.

2. A citizen who arrived in the Moscow region from the DPR with his family addressed
the Hight Commissioner for Human Rights in the Russian Federation. For several months they
could not receive financial help.

The Hight Commissioner for Human Rights in Russia requested the Ministry of Social
Development of the Moscow region to examine the situation. As a result, financial assistance
was paid to the complainant’s family.
